
Recap of County Commissioners Meeting April 20, 2010.

1. It was moved by Mr. Sass and seconded by Mr. Arndt that the minutes of the 

previous meeting are approved. All voted yes. 
 

2. It was moved by Mr. Sass and seconded by Mr. Stahl that the Board of Ottawa 
County Commissioners authorize the following revisions to the Ottawa County 
Personnel Policy Manual which will become effective immediately.  This action 
is taken upon the recommendation of the Human Resource Director and 
County Administrator.  All voted yes. 

 
3. It was moved by Mr. Sass and seconded by Mr. Stahl that the requests for 

expenses be approved. All voted yes. 
 
4. It was moved by Mr. Sass and seconded by Mr. Stahl that the Board of Ottawa 

County Commissioners request the County Auditor to establish a fund for the 
Sheriff’s Office titled  “Drug Law Enforcement Grant.”  This action is taken 
upon the request of the Sheriff’s Director of Finance. All voted yes.

Ottawa County Commissioners authorizes the president of the Board to sign 
the satisfaction of mortgage for Renee Robedeau in the amount of 
$24,649.92. This mortgage was filed under the WSOS program and has met 
all terms and conditions, thus satisfying the original mortgage. This action is 
taken upon the recommendation of the Director of the Regional Planning 
Commission.
